XHE GIVING OF THANKS is a 
un ive rsa l exp ress ion . At 

least it has come to be so in the 
Church of the Nazarene. The tra­
dition of celebrating by bringing 
in a great offering for missions as 
a tangible way of declaring our 
thanks to God has now caught on 
worldwide.

There are variations to the 
t im e s , d a te s , and  o c c a s io n s  
around which this global custom 
is observed.

In the United States and Cana­
da it is always centered around 
their national holidays of Thanks­
giving in the autumn. It seems on­
ly natural for Nazarenes in these 
nations to display their gratitude 
at this time.

This na tiona l ho liday  in the 
United States has its roots in re­
ligious ceremony stemming from 
the su rv iva l of the  fo re fa th e rs  
through the first winter in the new 
world, and subsequently the suc­
cessful tilling, toiling, and planting 
which brought a bountiful har­
vest.

The southern portion of the 
North American continent does 
not have such a national holiday. 
Mexican Nazarenes bring their 
missions offering at Christmas­
time. What a splendid occasion 
for saying “ thanks” to God, when

we are reflecting on the coming 
of the Savior!

B ritish  and European Naza­
renes celebrate also in the au­
tumn, with a harvest festival of 
thanks. N azarene chu rches  in 
Great Britain make the harvest 
season a great time of festivity 
and rejoicing with beautiful dis­
plays of the farm ers’ harvest 
decorating their churches.

Because the Church of the Naz­
arene spans the globe from north 
to south as well as east to west, 
much of our church is in the 
spring season while the northern 
hem isphe re  is in the  autum n 
season. This has not deterred 
participation, however, in the tra­
ditional offering for missions re­
ceived at this time of the year.

From early September until late 
in December, the worldwide fam i­
ly of Nazarenes joins hands in 
supporting the Great Commis­
sion with an offering for missions.

This year, as always, the offer­

ing will be collected in dollars 
and pounds, pesos and liras, corn 
and pumpkins, pigs and ch ick­
ens. In each instance it will be 
presented out of grateful hearts. 
Calculated in United States dol­
la rs ,  th e  w o r ld w id e  g o a l is 
$7,500,000. This will reflect the 
largest amount given yet by the 
people called Nazarenes. Shouts 
of joy and expressions of praise 
will ascend to the very heart of 
God from the four corners of the 
globe as this money comes in.

And American Nazarenes who 
have been blessed with so much 
will joyfully share in this trad i­
tional time of giving once again. 
It will be done gladly and grate­
fully. The goal will be met. Our 
people are comm itted to it.

And we shall all, with one mind 
and heart, from many countries, 
and e xp re ss in g  ou rse lves  in 
many languages, join together in 
a mighty universal chorus of 
thanksgiving and praise to our 
God. □

A long w ith others, I had signed a pledge to be one o f 
a reserve arm y. R egardless o f circum stances, we 
w ould respond with funds whenever the need was 
urgent. Here was an extrem e em ergency. A nd this 
tim e it seem ed I was going to fail. N o! I w ould not 
fail! T here m ust be a way.

I began to pray m ore earnestly. There was no cash 
in sight— not in tim e. This m oney had to go soon. 
W hat cou ld  I do?

T hen  cam e the suggestion, “ S h oes!”  I am sure it 
was from  the Lord. “ S h oes !”

Shoes? W ell what about them ?
I had tw o pairs o f shoes— one for school every­

day, and one for dress-up. Oh, o f course there was the 
o ld  canvas pair w hich I wore som etim es to play 
tennis and basketball.

“ Lord, how can the shoes help our m ission fie ld s?”
“ Y ou could  sell your good p a ir .”  Yes, they were 

fairly new. B ut who cou ld  wear them ? I took an un ­
usual size. N ot m any people cou ld  qualify as pur­
chasers. W here cou ld  I find a buyer? A nd what 
w ould I wear on Sunday? I continued to pray. A nd I 
listened.

One day soon after, as I talked with a friend, I 
n oticed  her shoes. W hat size d id  she wear? E xactly  
the sam e as m ine. D id  she need a pair o f  dress shoes?

W ould  you believe she had been shopping, trying 
to find a pair o f  b lack  dress pum ps? A nd here I had 
a good pair just her size. W ould  she want to buy a 
pair I had worn a few  tim es?

T o  shorten the story— I sold her the shoes. For 
cash!

W hen I m ailed the m oney to
the m issions fund, there cam e the m ost
joyous feeling I had ever experienced. Such satis­
faction ! I d id n ’t even realize it w ould m ean no par­
ties for a w hile— not even dress shoes on Sunday.

All that m attered was that I had helped to meet 
the challenge. It was a part o f som ething big. G od 
used m y shoes to help others becom e “ shod with the 
preparation o f the gospel o f peace”  (Ephesians 6:15). 
T hey in turn w ould reach hundreds more, m aybe 
thousands.

The story did not end there. One o f our general 
superintendents learned about my shoe sale for m is­
sions. (I never knew how he heard it.) He later told 
m e that he had retold  the story over and over, and 
G od  had used it to help raise thousands o f dollars for 
m issions.

T oday  we face a new challenge. There are m illions 
m ore who need to hear the message o f salvation. And 
the stakes are higher. For this Thanksgiving offering, 
it will take more than one pair o f  shoes, although 
were we each one to give a bonus with our T hanks­
giving offering, it w ould really add up.

Should  our bonus equal the price o f a pair o f to ­
day ’s best shoes, the total results cou ld  be pheno­
m enal. I saw one pair on display with a tag o f over 
100 dollars. Som e sell for m ore. T hink  how m any 
needs cou ld  be met for missions were we to measure 
our bonus gifts by shoes for Thanksgiving.

I am praying about it, as my heart overflows with 
gratitude to G od  for His m arvelous provision for my 
salvation.

One thing I purpose— to answer the call for m is­
sions, even when it hurts. A nd whether we give up 
shoes for Thanksgiving, or the price o f a pair, or deny 
ourselves in any other way, it will be worth it.

Any sacrifice today seem s sm all com pared to that 
which Christ m ade for us. I agree with Isaac W atts 
who wrote,

L ove so am azing, so divine,
D em ands m y soul, m y life, m y all. □

"THANK YOU"

A  S P IR IT  OF T H A N K F U L N E S S  is som ething 
. we all need to cu ltivate. Y ou  m ay think 
thankfulness should be a spontaneous reaction, and 

under som e circum stances, it m ay be. On the other 
hand, do your ch ildren  express thanks w ithout any 
training? I f  your answer is yes, you are probably  in 
the m inority.

One o f the first things we teach  our children is to 
say “ p lease" and “ thank y ou .”  It seem s easier to 
teach  them  the first, for they quickly learn that 
whatever they desire com es m uch sooner if they say 
“ p lease.”  But after they get what they want, it ’s 
easy to forget the lessons learned and to run away 
w ithout saying thanks. Som etim es it ’s forgetfulness; 
som etim es it ’s sim ply  being too busy enjoying the 
gift; and som etim es it ’ s plain, o ld -fash ioned  orneri­
ness.

H ow  like children we are in that respect! W e have 
no d ifficu lty  com ing  to G od , our Father, w ith our 
m any needs. W e believe He cares for us, that He is 
a loving and giving Father, even that H e knows what 
we want and need before we ask. B ut we usually do 
ask, nevertheless, and if  we do not actually use the 
w ord “ p lease,”  the spirit o f  p leading is there. W e 
want, we pray; in desperation , we plead.

A nd often G od  gives far beyond  what we are asking 
for. T h a t ’s the way He is. He loves us so m uch that 
He takes pleasure in giving.

But how often do we forget to express our thankfu l­
ness for H is giving? Perhaps, in the exuberance o f 
having our prayers answered, we call a friend and 
share the w onderful news; som ehow  th at’s an easy 
and exciting thing to do. W e m ay even stand in 
prayer m eeting at the first opportun ity  and testify to 
our gratitude to G od  for His goodness to us. But did 
we rem em ber first to express it to H im ? I believe He 
wants to hear it too, and firsthand. I believe He d e ­
lights in our pleasure o f receiving and is pleased when 
we tell H im  our thanksgiving.

R e v . D O N  N E L S O N

I first met D on 
N elson in the 

A laska State Jail 
at Fairbanks, A las­
ka, where he was 
serving tim e on a 
narcotics con v iction . He had been saved while in 
prison through the m inistry o f Rev. R ay G riffith , a 
N azarene m inister serving as the ja il ’s chaplain . Rev. 
G riffith  had asked me to preach for the baptism al 
service w hich he w ould  be conducting for men who 
had found the Lord while serving out their sentences 
in that institution. There was no baptistry in the jail 
chapel, but R ev. G riffith  had borrow ed a fiberglass 
vault from  a local m ortuary. T he prisoners form ed a 
line from  the kitchen to the chapel, passed buckets o f 
water from  hand to hand up the stairs and into the 
chapel, and filled the im provised baptistry. D on was 
one o f those who were baptized  that Sunday after­
noon.

U nfortunately, when he was finally released from 
prison he failed to keep the com m itm ents he m ade to 
G od , and went back  to his old  life o f  sin. From Alaska 
he m ade his way to Denver, C olo ., and there sur­
rounded h im self with the habitues o f the drug culture 
o f  that city . W hile his principal drug usage were the 
am phetam ines, he sought his “ highs”  on anything he 
cou ld  get. In looking back  on those days now, Don is 
sure that had he not found the Lord when he did, he 
would no longer be living.

G od  intervened. Through a chain  o f  circum stance 
he becam e acquainted  with a young G reyhound Bus 
driver, T ed  D urbin , and his wife, N ancy. T hey were 
not only m em bers o f  a N azarene church, but they 
were devout Christians w ho loved the souls o f men, 
even that o f  a self-con fessed  junkie. T hey took Don

into their hom e and into their hearts, and a transfor­
m ation took place. Don was not only saved, but he 
was instantaneously healed o f his burning appetite 
for narcotics. In telling about it he said: “ G od  did for 
me what I cou ldn ’ t do in my own strength— He broke 
m y drug habit. But G od  let me fight the battle o f the 
craving for tobacco  all on m y ow n .”

N ot long after D on becam e established, he felt that 
G od  was calling him  to the ministry o f the church, 
and in keeping with that calling, he enrolled in the 
N azarene B ible C ollege at C olorado Springs, C olo. 
M arried, and with a fam ily to support, he still per­
sisted on to graduation from  that institution. F ollow ­
ing the com pletion  o f the B ible C ollege training, he 
served as an assistant pastor for a tim e, then took on 
the task o f resurrecting an inner-city church in D en ­
ver.

T he work thrived under his leadership, and then 
cam e the call to return to Alaska. There was no 
organized church, no parsonage or place o f worship at 
"T w o  R ivers”  when the N elsons arrived there two 
years ago, but w ithin that length o f tim e a church has 
been organized, a church building is soon to be co m ­
pleted, and with the efforts o f a work-team  o f laym en 
from  one o f our M innesota churches, a parsonage will 
be com pleted  this sum m er. Sunday mornings b e ­
tween 60 and 80 people worship at this, the farthest 
north C hurch o f the Nazarene.

As a means o f fitting into the rural com m unity 
where the church is located, D on has taken up "d o g  
m ushing,”  and has a team  o f dogs which not only 
provides winter recreation, but helps the pastor to 
identify with the activities and interests o f his neigh­
bors.

It was about 13 years ago that I preached to D on 
N elson on M oth er’s D ay when he was an inm ate o f 
the A laska State Jail. On M oth er’s D ay, 1981, I con ­
cluded  a revival in the T w o Rivers Church o f the N az­
arene o f w hich he is the pastor. □

I
T  W A S  IN  a little one-room  schoolhouse on the day 
. before Thanksgiving, 1928. A  Kansas w ind was 
whistling outside and toying with the rattles in the 
four window s on each side o f  the little room .
A  red-hot potbellied  stove was kept well stocked 

with coal by the 19-year-old girl who was known as 
“ T eacher.”  T he 25 students, in grades one through 
eight, were trying to absorb enough o f the warm th to 
finish the long walk hom e w ithout too  m uch  shiver­
ing.

E ach  o f the eight grades had “ recited”  for the day, 
and instead o f the usual study tim e, Teacher had the 
attention  o f the entire student body .

“ T om orrow  is T hanksgiving,”  she said. “ I want

each o f you  to tell m e som ething you  are thankful 
fo r .”

She received m any responses. Som e expressed 
appreciation  for a good hom e, a warm  schoolhouse, a 
new cotton  dress, or good parents. One o f the little 
girls said she was thankful for her older sister who 
held her hand on the co ld  walk to and from  school. 
T hen  she w ould change sides so the other hand cou ld  
get warm . A nother student expressed his gratitude 
for a warm  scarf his m other had knitted.

F inally, it was H enry ’s turn. There were so m any 
things that H enry d id  not have! T he shack where he 
lived  cou ld  hardly be ca lled  a hom e, and certainly not 
a happy hom e. His last new clothes were for the first 
day o f school in S eptem ber. H is worn coat sleeves 
were m uch shorter than they had been  the w inter b e ­
fore. E ven  a new pencil was a rare treasure for Henry.

But he hesitated for only a m om ent, and w ith a 
sm ile that d isplayed the lack o f  a front tooth , he said, 
“ I ’m thankful because I ’m th an k fu l.”

T eacher was very wise for one so young in years and 
experience. H er Christian background was apparent 
in m any ways. Her response to H enry ’s statem ent 
cou ld  com e only from  one attuned to  G od.

“ Thank you , H enry ,”  she said, “ that is a good 
thing to be thankful for. I pray that I will always have 
a thankful heart.”  A nd  25 children w ondered why 
Teacher brushed her cheek with her handkerchief.

T he Psalm ist said, “ I will praise G od ’s nam e in 
song and glorify him  w ith  thanksgiving”  (Psalm  
69:30, N IV ). Y et the verse follow s one that lam ents, 
“ I am  in pain and distress, m ay your salvation, O 
G od , protect m e”  (Psalm  69:29, N IV ).

A  thankful heart will give a new perspective to all 
o f  life— whatever the circum stances m ay be. □

HILDA  W. MOFFITT, re t ired  secretary, Is a free-lance  
writer res id ing In San Diego, California.

m y m em ory as a long, cold , b leak winter o f  one crisis 
after another. M y heart had been broken so m any 
tim es I felt the burden  o f life a lm ost too hard to bear. 
T he inward chill was as threatening as the outw ard 
cold  my body  felt. Struggling against the w ind, I b e ­
cam e aware o f  tears stream ing dow n m y cheeks as I 
silently sobbed .

A bruptly , these words flashed into m y m in d—  
“ but, after the w inter, the singing heart.”  I was su d ­
denly living through a m ystic joy  unbelievably  real. 
It was a feeling never experienced before, even in my 
happiest m om ents. I was hardly aware o f  putting the 
key in the lock  and opening the door to our beautifu l 
apartm ent.

As if  in a trance, I m ove forw ard to the huge front 
window  that looked out over our ba lcon y  to the river 
below . On the ba lcony  rail a thrush was perched, 
singing lustily as though it were defying the cold , 
sharp w ind in sheer delight. A t m y approach , instead 
o f  flying away, it hopped  on the rail tow ard m e. I 
stood transfixed for several m inutes as m y feathered 
friend serenaded m e with its sym phony o f  song. 
W hen the lovely creature finally lifted  its wings to the 
w ind and flew out over the water, I slow ly becam e 
aware that I still had my wraps on, and it was tim e to 
fix dinner for m y husband.

T h e  w ords— “ but, after the winter, the singing 
heart” — were repeated in m y m ind over and over as I 
prepared our m eal. C ou ld  these words and the singing 
o f the b ird  be a significant om en  for the future? For 
now, they had certainly served to  quiet m y broken 
heart and had given m e courage to face the days 
ahead as a prom ise that I m ight sing again.

A  year or so later, I faced  the m ost devastating o f 
all happenings up to that tim e. M y husband, w hom  I 
loved deeply, left m e after a lm ost 35 years o f  m ar­
riage. I found m yself alone with no support from  him  
or anyone else, and no hom e.

Several years have com e and gone since that event­
ful prom ise o f the singing heart, but the inspiration I 
felt is as thrilling and vivid  in m y m em ory as when it 
happened. M any tim es m y m ind has flashed back  to 
that special assurance as G od  has given m e songs in 
the night, som e nights o f fears and tears, and m any 
nights o f loneliness.

R ecently  I retired from  a position  in a Christian 
college on the W est Coast. As I journey into m y sun­
set years, I feel a serenity and peace that stem s back  
to that beautiful tim e o f intim ate com m union  from  
G od ’s great and loving heart to m y broken one.

I have found a thrilling parallel to that long-ago 
encounter in the “ Song o f S o lom on ”  (2:10-12, T L B ):

M y beloved  said to me, “ R ise up, m y love, my 
fair one, and com e away. For the winter is past, 
the rain is over and gone. T he flowers are spring­
ing up and the tim e o f  the singing o f  birds has 
com e . . .”
W hether there be m any years ahead or a few days 

left before m y sun sets, I am  assured m y winter has 
passed, and m y heart has learned to sing again b e ­
cause G od  is with m e. □

heart continue to reflect on the m any things w hich I 
cannot afford as I travel from  here to my heavenly 
hom e.

I cannot afford to let the pressures o f daily living 
keep me from  prayer and feasting on G od ’s W ord. 
T he devil w ould gleefully keep m e so busy doing the 
necessary chores that m y com m unication  with G od 
w ould be severed. Then my lifeline would be gone 
and I w ould die spiritually.

I cannot afford to live a less than Christlike exam ­
ple before my children. Oh, how im pressionable they 
are! How m any tim es, when my children were grow ­
ing up, I have overheard them  say to others, “ M y

CAN I AFFORD IT?
A baby asks itself, “ Can I afford to lie here peace­

fully and quietly and en joy my fingers and toes, or 
m ust I throw a tantrum  in order to get the attention I 
crave?”  A little boy in a store thinks, “ Can I afford to 
sneak this candy bar w ith its delicious chocolate  
coating, or will the punishm ent be too great if Dad 
finds o u t? ”  T he teen-age girl wonders, “ Can I afford 
to say no and take the chance o f losing my b o y ­
friend?”  T he college student queries within, “ Can I 
afford to fail this test, when just a little cheating 
w ould help m e pass the cou rse?”  T he adult is faced 
with, “ Can I afford . . . Can I afford . . . Can I a fford?”  

How m any, m any tim es do we hear this said in 
reference to food , clothes, vacations, college edu ca ­
tion, house im provem ents, and an endless list o f 
physical, social, or m ental needs. Yet m y m ind and

I cannot afford to waste my G od-given  tim e on the 
w orld ’s pleasures “ for a season .”  I am only traveling 
through this world and I must keep m yself unspotted 
from  the m any things that w ould taint my life.

I cannot afford to be asham ed o f Christ in any way. 
W hen 1 eat in a restaurant, I want to bow my head in 
thanks to G od  for my food, just as I would at hom e all 
alone. I want to witness to others o f G od ’s love, 
whether it be to the boss at work, to the man who fills 
m y gas tank, or to the child  who needs a friend.

W hy are we here? Not just to mark tim e, but to 
show forth the love which sent Jesus to Calvary.

I cannot afford anything which will keep me from

WH E N  P E T E R  quoted and 
updated G od ’s com m and, 
“ Be ye holy; for I am holy”  (1 

Peter 1:16), he brought the experi­
ence into an experiential fram e­
work. Holiness is more than a way 
o f thought; it is a way o f life.

Only in daily living may h oli­
ness really be proven. W ords are 
cheap. It is not d ifficu lt to rise up 
in a W ednesday night prayer

m eeting and rattle off, “ I ’m glad 
I’ m saved and san ctified ,”  but it 
requires day-by-day  experience to 
prove it in the em ergencies o f life.

The concept o f behavioral h o li­
ness did not originate with those 
w hom  we call old -fash ioned  h oli­
ness preachers. It originated in the 
m ind and purpose o f  G od  for His 
people. G od  has always dem anded 
a holy people, separated, conse­
crated, and com m itted  to His will 
and His way. H e has expected  His 
people to be different than world- 
ly -m inded  people. This was true in 
Leviticus, in 1 Peter, and it is true 
today.

H oliness is the character o f G od. 
Heathen idols are m ost often o b ­
jects o f debauchery and vileness, 
whose characters are m ore d e ­

based than their worshipers. Our 
G od  is holier, higher, purer, c lean ­
er than m an. T o  encounter H im  is 
to  i m m e d i a t e l y  e l e v a t e  o u r  
thoughts and deeds. T o  em ulate 
H im  is to im m ediately  accep t and 
endorse the ethics o f  holy living.

H oliness is also the activ ity  o f 
G od  with His people. H e does 
nothing degrading to a holy rela­
tionship. B ecause His character is 
holy, His dealing with hum anity 
is holy.

T o  love H im  and follow  H im  in 
holy living brings perfect love, per­
fect power, and spiritually m oti­
vated living. T h is is His concept 
for all who will follow  H im  u n ­
reservedly.

I once heard holiness defined 
this way: sanctification  is the act, 
holiness is the state. Certainly 
what the m ind o f  G od  can con ­
ceive His will can achieve. T he 
root m eaning o f  the word “ h oly ”  
is to be physically pure, m orally 
b lam eless, and spiritually clean. 
T his is not m erely com m endable  
but com m anded . “ As it is w rit­
ten ,”  says Peter, Here is authority 
w hich is not debatable . S om e­
where I found a sentence w hich 
has both  haunted and helped me: 
“ G od  says it; I believe it; that 
settles it .”  G od  con ceived  the idea 
o f  holiness and created the crisis 
to bring it about in daily living. It 
was bought by the b lood  o f  the 
H oly One who suffered outside the 
gate (H ebrew s 13:12).

W ithout this provision, holiness 
w ould be a d isappoin tm ent and 
seekers w ould fall into utter d e ­
spair. T o  dem and a holy life w ith ­
out m aking provision for it w ould 
m ake G od  a despot unw orthy o f 
our devotions. B ib le  com m ands 
and prom ises w ould becom e idea l­
istic prattle, not app licab le  to 
daily living. T hank  G od  this is not 
so, as thousands gladly and v ic ­
toriously testify today . He who 
dem ands that we be holy delights 
in m aking us holy. T he cost is not 
beyond  His ab ility  to pay. He 
calls, He com m ands, and He 
cleanses.

Behavior is the only m eaningful 
measure o f  true holiness as far as 
others are concerned. N o m atter 
how holy or clean we m ay feel in ­
side, they can only gauge our co n ­
duct. E ven our testim onies fall 
short o f convincing others unless
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they see holiness in action  in our 
lives. It is in P eter ’s “ all m anner o f  
conversation ”  that the full p roof is 
found. It seem s that he had a fixa ­
tion  on that phrase, using it eight 
tim es. In the sense in w hich he 
used it, however, conversation  did 
not m ean m erely vocabu lary  and 
speech . In the original Greek it 
m eant m ode o f  con du ct or life; 
general deportm ent or behavior.

From  the negative standpoint, it 
is arriving at a place in holy living 
that abhors fashioning after or 
con form ing to form er lustful ways 
o f  life. A clear indication  o f a true 
experience o f holiness is abstain ­
ing from  the very appearance o f 
evil. T he questionable is not c o d ­
dled  or condoned , it is cut off. Old 
things having passed away, they 
are not resuscitated.

From  the positive standpoint, 
we becom e enraptured with and 
excited  about the new way. H oli­
ness becom es an adventure in 
living, and exploration o f new 
dim ensions in life. W e strive to 
im itate, not equal, G od ; a sancti­
fied heart enables us to do His 
will, and behavioral holiness is the 
crowning point o f personal victory 
and effective witnessing. □

PIONEERING HOLINESS ON THE CANADIAN FRONTIER
“ Finding a good place in what was once the bar in 

the hotel, we rented it, at a dollar a night, secured 
some chairs, an organ, and a stove, and again 
raised the flag. It was soon apparent that we were 
causing trouble in the city, and among the profes­
sors of religion in particular. One leading gentleman 
in the church remarked that the evangelist should 
be driven out with rotten eggs, although he had only 
been to hear him but once.

“ This stirred up the baser sort whereupon they 
proceeded to give our building a good treatment of 
eggs, breaking them upon the doors, and in the w in­
dows . . . [They] now would be daunted by nothing,

so they tried to break up our meetings by cutting 
holes through the doors, and injecting a very offen­
sive acid, which made it well nigh impossible to 
breathe.

“ We were determined, however, not to be moved 
by such things and swung the gospel ax right and 
left, cutting at civic sins, and every other kind of sin 
until the Devil began to get afraid, and changed his 
tactics.

“ The constable came personally and took water 
and brush and cleaned off our meeting place, and 
the mayor thought it at least the best policy to give 
us protection, so we continued the meeting for a 
considerable time, and had the ears of many people 
from the surrounding country who had become 
interested because of the opposition.” □

U nderlying this reluctance is the fear o f death. The 
negative and derisive im ages o f  life for senior cit i­
zens, som e true and som e false, also contribute to this 
fear. U nfortunately som e church  program s are struc­
tured in such a way that they are referred to as 
“ glorified p laypen s.”  A gain, the negative im age.

W ith society m oving inexorably tow ard m aturity, 
gray hair and wrinkles included , it is on ly reason­
able to ask: Are wrinkles and beauty com patib le? 
E ven possible?

A  good m any people with positive attitudes about 
them selves and their aging think so. G od ’s W ord 
lauds old  age. A nd, for the masses today, under G od 
it is the gift o f  our m odern technology.

B eauty and wrinkles together are possible only as 
we see and accept the d ivine order o f things. H u­
m an life m oves from  infancy to m aturity. G od  in ­
tends for us to live our lives with our faces toward 
the sun and our shadows beh ind  us. Senior adult life 
will always be dreaded and drear as long as it is 
lived  looking back  over the shoulder to days that 
were.

M ost are fam iliar with B row ning ’s lines—
“ Grow old  along with me!
T he best is yet to b e ” 

but the rem ainder o f the verse is qu otable  too—
“ Our tim es are in His hand 
W ho said, ‘A  whole I p lan n ed .’
Youth  shows but half.

Trust G od , see all, nor be a fra id .”
“ T he hoary head is a crown o f  glory, if it be found 

in the wav o f righteousness”  (Proverbs 16:31).
A ccept your aging. It is a fact o f life! I am  ag­

ing! E veryone is going the sam e d irection  at the 
sam e pace. Som e get started earlier than others. In 
reporting statistics about aging, it w ould be m ore a c­
curate to say, “ T here are 230,000,000 aging persons 
in this country”  rather than the usual report o f 
23,000,000 aging persons.

Being old  is a relative term  w hich has to do with

a tt itu d e s , b e h a v io r , p h y s ic a l  c o n d it io n , re d u ce d  
activities, appearances, and the leisure status o b ­
served in others. A ging is a hum an process that h ap ­
pens daily for a period  o f tim e, determ ined by n u ­
m erous factors including heredity, environm ent, 
health, life-style, financial status, education , and 
m ental attitude. A nd  it differs in each individual. 
Som e seem  old  before their tim e. Others never do.

T he beautifu l old  are those who adm it their age 
and who set about to deny all the negative im ages 
by beautifu l actions.

B eauty and wrinkles are possible for those who 
take advantage o f  the new frontiers. T he frontiers o f 
longevity are being pushed steadily ahead, so m uch 
so that the fastest-grow ing age-group at present is the 
age-group 75 and over.

C oup led  with that is another frontier we cou ld  call 
expanded  peak years. P eak years are no longer the 
sole province o f  those in their m id-40s and -50s. 
Congress recognized this by lifting the m andatory re­
tirem ent age from  65 to 70. As the blind  posture o f 
age discrim ination  gives way to m ore enlightened u n ­
derstanding o f  older persons, the peak years will 
y ield  greater achievem ent and satisfaction . It will be 
easier to m ake peace w ith aging.

Senior adults and the public at large need to 
m ove o ff the dead centers o f old  stereotyped thoughts 
to the new thought system s and positive actions. 
A gile and alert m inds, younger or older, w hich cut 
across ideas and patterns w hich no longer apply will 
see or possess beauty bely ing the wrinkles.

A nd it m ust always be rem em bered that “ beauty 
w ith a wrinkle on it ”  blends well w ith “ beauty with 
a d im ple on it”  when the Spirit o f  the Lord d om i­
nates and regulates one ’s activities and fellow ship.

O lder people can reflect beauty o f m ind, body , and 
soul, giving the feeling that this is the way it ’s 
m eant to be. Y ounger people can learn to see beauty 
with the wrinkles when this is true. □

had acute leukem ia. A fter som e very 

dark days, I was declared to be in rem ission on 
M arch  2, 1981. G o d ’s healing grace has been 

very beautifully m anifested and I praise His 
nam e! I deeply appreciate m y m any friends who 
have prayed, in faith, for m y healing.

I am  listing 10 very valuable lessons I learned 
in m y 93-day hospital experience.

1. I learned that G od  is reliable and trust­
worthy.

2. I learned that m y fam ily  is essential in 
life ’s crises.

3. I learned that m y Christian friends who 
pray and believe are causes o f m iracles.

4. I learned that my church is more than 
just a hum an affiliation .

5. I learned that “ L iving by F aith”  is a life­
style and not just a hym n we sing.

6. I learned that no night is too dark for G od 
(Psalm  139:12).

7. I learned that “ cop in g”  w ith a crisis in ­
volves (a) com plete  subm ission to G od ; (b) re­
sisting that dark “ inevitab le” ; (c) living one 
day at a tim e.

8. I learned that the very best Christian can 
expect a fight with Satan until his last breath is 
drawn.

9. I learned the rich value o f  “ pleading the 
b lood ”  and “ cla im ing the prom ises”  o f G od 
(2 Peter 1:4).

10. I learned we hum an beings lim it or ex ­
tend  G od ’s m iracle-w orking activity  on earth.

M y  prom ises: Jerem iah 30:17: “ I will restore 
health unto thee, and I will heal thee o f  thy 
wounds, saith the L ord .”  Isaiah 41:9-10: “ T hou 
art m y servant; I have chosen thee, and not 
cast away. Fear thou not: for I am  with with 
thee: be not d ism ayed; for I am thy G od: I will 
strengthen thee; yea, I will help th ee .”  □

|N A U G U S T  31,1980, Portland First 
Church o f the Nazarene celebrated 

H allelujah Sunday. On this historic day, 
the church m oved from  its dow ntow n loca ­
tion  in the inner city  o f Portland to its new, 
spacious, 19-acre cam pus on the beautiful sylvan 
hillside im m ediately west o f the city . One year later, 
having w orshiped in the new facility  for 52 S un ­
days, First Church was the subject o f  national news 
coverage because o f the collapse o f the m ain roof 
structure. T he building, easily seen from  the free­
way, was in apparent death and agony, with tons o f 
rubble cascading down onto the m ain sanctuary floor.

Just two years before this catastrophic event, the 
com m unity stood in awe as tw o giant cranes lifed 
each o f the m assive 20-ton m ain support beam s into 
place high over the rapidly rising structure. These 
beam s, each 130’ long, with a m assive top -to -bottom  
chord o f  8 ’ , appeared industructible. T hey were de­
signed to span 118’ over the sanctuary floor. During 
the year after they were lifted  into place, while the 
building was being com pleted , each o f  these beam s 
were supported by additional trusses and support 
girders. If the beam s them selves were indestructible,

the network structure being com pleted  
looked “ as strong as the R ock  o f  G ibra ltar.”  

Y et there were problem s in this structure 
that were never revealed until that terrifying 

m om ent when one o f the tw o beam s began to sag, 
and it becam e apparent that the structure cou ld  

not stand.
M om ents after the autom atic alarm  was sounded 

by the breaking o f the sprinkler system  pipes, the 
Portland Fire D epartm ent appeared on the scene 
with four units. T h e  battalion  ch ief, upon  arriving, 
saw that the west side o f  the roo f was dishing in. 
R acing into the bu ilding, he noted  that it had already 
dropped from  8 ’ to 10’ from  its alignm ent and the 
ceiling structure underneath was rapidly crum bling, 
with its m ain support giving way. W isely, he ordered 
the evacuation  o f the building.

In som e 20 m inutes the bu ilding, w hich had a p ­
peared to  be so strong that only an explosion  cou ld  
have harm ed it, now appeared to be in death agony. 
M om ents after the evacuation  o f  the bu ilding, the 
broken beam  collapsed, dragging its tw in with it.

A head count revealed that the entire sta ff was 
safe. As the three m ajor television  networks co n ­
verged on the scene, and the new spaper photograph ­
ers prepared their pictures for the Friday afternoon 
and Saturday m orning editions, First C hurch was
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con fronted  by the com bined  attention o f  hundreds o f 
thousands o f people across the N orthw est and across 
the nation.

S ta ff m em bers were assigned to handle the press 
o f  m edia inquiries, and throughout Friday evening 
and into the long holiday weekend, a num ber o f in ­
terviews were granted; while newsroom  helicopters 
hovered overhead, arm chair engineers were pressed 
into service to answer the unansw erable questions: 
W hy? H ow ?

T h e  sta ff began the task o f  pulling together our re­
sources so that the m inistry m ight continue to fu n c­
tion . W ith in  an hour, offers o f auditorium  facilities 
began to pour in and soon it was agreed that we 
w ould use the bu ild ing facilities o f the nearby P ort­
land First A ssem bly o f G od  to hold a 2 p .m . m eeting 
on Sunday.

Pastor A lan R odda, arriving from  his sum m er’s 
vacation , called  an em ergency m eeting o f  the board ’ s 
Steering C om m ittee for 7 a .m . Saturday to m ap out 
strategy. Legal and insurance experts from  the con ­
gregation m et with the Steering C om m ittee to review 
coverage and to determ ine first steps. H ow  thankful 
we were to hear their op in ion  that our coverage was 
m ore than adequate and that we cou ld  anticipate the 
full resources o f  our insurance carrier as we began to 
con tem plate the rebu ilding task. Later Saturday, the 
first o f a score o f  engineers’ m eetings was held at

the bu ilding as the technical questions were ad ­
dressed.

On Sunday m orning, sta ff and lay m em bers a p ­
peared at services around the m etropolitan area in 
scores o f churches, both  within and w ithout the d e ­
nom ination , where Portland First Church was lifted 
to G od  in their m orning pastoral prayers. A t 2 p .m ., 
som e 500 o f our people gathered in the borrowed 
facility  to worship. Just as we had told the m edia 36 
hours earlier, we were now giving evidence to the fact 
that G od ’s Church is not a building built w ith hands 
and cannot be destroyed through the failure o f brick, 
mortar, steel and wood.

W ith news cam eras film ing the arrival o f our peo­
ple, the testim ony began to take on reality. T he 
Church is the people, G od ’s people, m eeting together 
expectantly  with faces upturned, knowing that our 
Father in His providence is m eeting with us. In the 
tim e o f our shock and loss, even before the n u m b ­
ness has worn away, we m ay worship together in the 
beauty o f  His presence.

Our thanks go out to our brothers and sisters 
across N orth  A m erica  and throughout the world, as 
you  continue to hold us up in prayer during these 
m onths in which we will be w ithout our worship fa c i­
lity. W e have m ade our statem ent to the world; the 
Church is not a building. W e must now continue to 
give evidence to the ability o f  the Church to function 
w ithout the usual support facilities. □

ON S U N D A Y , N O V E M B E R  29, m ost o f the 
C hristian w orld begins the celebration  o f  A d ­

vent. In m ore liturgical churches, from  that Sunday 
until Christm as, every serm on, hym n, prayer, and 
scripture reading will rem ind worshipers o f  Jesus’ 
first com ing into our world.

For us in the Free C hurch tradition , the four 
Sundays o f A dvent have been as neglected as the 
season o f  E piphany or even Lent.

W hile not m aking a hard case for a strict o b ­
servance o f A dvent, Paul M . B assett, in K eep  the  
W onder, rem inds the reader that evangelicals are in ­
creasingly sensing the value to faith in giving som e

attention  to this great season o f preparation. Bassett 
accom plishes this in six devotionals that bear the 
titles: “ A W ord  to the P ros,”  “ W a tch ,”  “ T he Great 
Christm astim e D eb a te ,”  “ W hen Bugged, L ift !”  
“ W hat D o You See and H ear?”  “ D o the T itles Fit the 
F a cts?”

T he book will be valuable to the lay person for d e ­
votional reading, and will provide the m inister with 
excellent preaching resources.

C om m enting on K eep  the W onder, author Bassett 
writes: “ M ost o f us do rather well at Christm astim e 
rem em bering what it is all about, even W hom  it is all 
about. In fact, m aybe we do too well. W e get the ideas 
straight, set the priorities right, and even feel a b it o f 
the true ‘ m erry’ in M erry Christm as. B ut som ehow  
the really deep-dow n personal elem ent m ay be m iss­
ing.

“ T h a t ’s what these m editations are about. T here ’s 
a hope in them  that you ’ll see Christm astim e as a 
Person-to-person  tim e— catch  again the joyous w on ­
der o f people like yourselves upon w hom  total sur­
prise and delight has fallen.

“ A nd there’ s the hope too, that by the grace o f 
that Surprise and D elight, you ’ ll be caught in it too.

“ Originally, these were serm ons preached to a 
congregation, and one was preached to students. 
T hey did  not need to hear ‘ K eep  the F aith ,’ but it 
m ay have helped to hear ‘K eep  the W on der.’ ”  □

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STANDPOINT
I AM THANKFUL
I am  thankful for the day I met Jesus Christ. He par­
doned m y sins and turned my life around. From  that 
day until this day He has been a faithful Lord and 
Savior to me. He has never let me go. He has never 
let m e down, and H e never will. I have His word on 
that, and He keeps every prom ise He makes.

Our m eeting took place one Friday night when I was 
16. I stood on a street corner, all alone with a good 
G od  and a bad conscience, the best and worst o f c o m ­
pany. T ired o f sin and hungry for peace, I prayed to 
be forgiven and rem ade. In a m om ent, at the junction  
where my faith and His prom ise intersected, He an­
swered that prayer.

I d id  not know where His claim ing and saving grace 
would lead. Long years have stretched over strange 
m iles. Never have I regretted that first step or the 
subsequent events o f my pilgrim age with Christ. Life 
has been good, and m y heart is glad. Som e o f His 
choices for me have been puzzling, and som e o f the 
assignm ents have been costly. B ut I am sure that

what H e plans is far better than anything I could 
devise for m yself.
I am  thankful for the day I met Doris. She was the 
one who led m e to Jesus. Her love and faith and 
prayers and exam ple sham ed m e for m y sins and 
m ade m e want to be different.
Across the years o f m y m inistry her counsel, prayers, 
and understanding have been m y constant support. 
G o d ’s love has been channeled  to m e through her life.
W hen I found her C hrist, I jo ined  her church— the 
Church o f the Nazarene. I am  thankful for our 
church. I know it isn ’ t perfect, for I am  part o f it, but 
it has been a w onderfu l fam ily . T o  serve the Lord in, 
w ith, and through this church is a privilege and joy  
that I cannot m easure.
As Thanksgiving D ay com es round again, m y heart 
is full o f  profound gratitude for these priceless b less­
ings. I am thankful for Jesus Christ, m y living, saving 
Lord. I am thankful for Doris, m y wife and friend. I 
am  thankful for the church, m y spiritual fam ily . □

FAITHFUL IN DEATH
M iguel D adpaas died on M ay 7, 1981, at the age o f 
83. He was a faithful servant o f Christ, and a m em ber 
o f our church in the rem ote rural barrio o f Loos in the 
northern Philippines.
M r. D adpaas was the first person in his com m unity  
to write, tape-record, and have legally notarized the 
instructions for his funeral. He was a loyal witness in 
life, and did not want that witness marred by any 
pagan elem ents after his death.
T he prevailing custom  in that area is to “ sm oke”  the 
dead. T he corpse is p laced on an im provised high 
chair, a fire is built underneath, and the body is 
sm oked for several days. During these days, pigs and 
other anim als are sacrificed to the ancestral spirits. 
This is called a “ can ao .”  S im ilar canaos are required 
by pagan priests in tim es o f illness and at celebra­
tions o f marriage.
These practices drain the resources o f the people. As 
a result, their children are often prevented from  pur­
suing higher education  and developing career skills.

M r. D adpaas has several children w ho went through 
school and becam e professionals.
T he gospel reached the m ountainous area where M r. 
D adpaas lived back  in 1952. M issionary John Pattee 
and som e o f his B ib le  school students, “ arm ed with 
the W ord  o f G od  and an a ccord ion ,”  trudged the nar­
row, w inding, dusty roads and procla im ed Christ. 
One o f the first converts was a schoolteacher, V alen ­
tin L um iqued. H e was buried as a Christian som e 
years later. M r. D adpaas expressed, on tape, a desire 
to be buried in this sam e way.
T he account o f  this faithful w itness was furnished by 
V alentin ’s son, Severino L um iqued, a public schools 
supervisor. It reached me through another son, G re­
gorio, who lives in C alifornia.
G regorio ’s final words are especially pertinent as we 
face the Thanksgiving offering for m issions: “ It is 
hoped  that this fruit o f  the sacrifices o f our m ission ­
aries will be an exam ple o f  what each N azarene’s 
dollars can do in the m ission fie ld .”  A m en! □
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To brood over the wrongs you have suffered, and to 
seek revenge against those who have injured you, is 
demonic, not Christian.

AN ACID TEST
W hat do you  love m ost in life? Three men were d is­
cussing t his question . One o f  them  was Joseph Stalin, 
before he becam e R ussia ’ s suprem e leader. Stalin 
said, “ T he greatest delight is to m ark one ’s enem y, 
prepare everything, avenge oneself thoroughly, and 
then go to s leep ." One o f his biographers wrote, 
“ From  ch ildh ood  on, the realization o f his thoughts o f 
revenge becam e the aim  to w hich everything was su b ­
ord in ated .”  N o w onder Stalin, as a Soviet dictator, 
carried out the ruthless, b loody  “ purges”  that w iped 
out, through m urder or prison, his real and suspected 
opponents.

In sharp contrast to S ta lin ’s theory o f “ sweet re­
ven ge ,”  consider the death o f Jesus. H anging in 
agony on the Cross, m ocked  by  a heartless crowd, 
Jesus prayed, “ Father, forgive them ; for they know 
not w hat they d o .”  Earlier H e had taught His d is­
cip les, “ Love your enem ies, and pray for those who 
persecute y o u .”  N ow , in His death. He practiced  
what H e had preached.

V engeance is G o d ’s, not ours. This is the clear teach ­
ing o f the New T estam ent. T o  brood over the wrongs 
you  have suffered, and to seek revenge against those 
who have injured you, is dem onic, not Christian. The 
acid  test o f our profession o f Christianity com es at 
the point o f our attitudes toward those who oppose 
and hurt us. Unless we love, pray, and forgive, we 
are unlike Christ and unworthy to bear His name.
I have rarely been in a church, as a pastor or evange­
list. where there were not som e people who poison 
them selves and sabotage our mission by holding 
grudges and desiring vengeance. U ntil such godless 
feelings and desires are cleansed from  the heart, re­
vival is hindered, witness is crippled, and progress is 
lim ited. T he Lord who forgives us com m ands us to 
forgive one another. Failing to do so, we repudiate 
His lordship and im peril our souls.
A quest for vengeance or an act o f forgiveness? The 
difference betw een them  is the essence o f Christian­
ity. □

A BELOVED PASTOR
I get letters I wish nobody cou ld  read, but I also get 
letters I wish everybody cou ld  read. Here is one from  
a w om an in Georgia about her pastor.

Pastor H ilton  G illespie is leaving our church  after 
m ore than 10 years o f faith fu lly  carrying out his 
duties.
I find it hard to describe him , but I suppose faithful 
and loving are the words that com e m ost often to 
m ind.
He has always been faithful to the needs o f our 
congregation.
O nce he traveled m any m iles out o f his way to visit 
m y sister in an intensive care unit and to pray with 
her. She had shot herself, and doctors gave us no 
hope. It seem ed a different m atter when we heard 
P reacher G illespie pray. M y sister survived and is 
well today. She never forgot his loving act.

Preacher G illespie con ducted  m y w edding cere­
m ony, and he ded icated  my daughter to the Lord.

A  year ago this past January, he cam e to pray for 
my husband who was in intensive care. Due to a 
rare allergic reaction to m edicine, m y husband a l­
most died. Brother G illespie was there to pray for 
him  and to com fort m y fam ily. He always has the 
right words so desperately needed in such serious 
circum stances.
Preacher G illespie has never said a word in my 
hearing that was not Christlike. He always showed 
concern for everyone w ithout partiality. A ll his 
congregation were special to him.  W e were blessed 
to have such a pastor.
Our prayers go with him as he leaves to do G od ’s 
will in another place. I pray that my church will 
not wither but continue strong and prosperous as 
he intended it to rem ain.

W ell, R ebecca  Skinner, I'm  glad you feel that way 
about Pastor G illespie. G ive the sam e cooperation  
and love to your next pastor, and let the work o f 
G od  go forward! □

SIEWS IF  RELIGION
MOST AMERICANS BELIEVE IN GOD, BUT DON’T KNOW MUCH  
ABOUT HIM. Americans overwhelm ingly believe in God, judging 
from surveys that show 93 percent have a religious preference and 
70 percent belong to a church or synagogue. Most of them pray regu­
larly. Forty percent attend church and 86 percent say religion is fairly 
im portant in their lives. A lm ost every home in the United States has at 
least one Bible. But only 12 percent read it daily.

These are among the findings in surveys during the past year as 
summed up in the 1981 “ Religion in Am erica” report of the Princeton 
Religion Research Center. A variety of d ifferent measurements "attest 
to the rem arkable stability of religion in Am erica,” says George Gal­
lup, Jr., executive d irector of the center, which is linked to his polling 
organization.

In regard to the sharp controversy over abortion, the surveys 
find people about evenly divided, with 46 percent opposing the 1973 
Supreme Court decision allowing abortion and 45 percent supporting 
it. The remaining 9 percent were undecided.

Despite the outward signs of religious vitality, Mr. Gallup reports 
there are some negative indications beneath the surface. For exam ­
ple, biblical illiteracy was found to be widespread. Fewer than half 
the adult respondents could name four or more of the Ten Com ­
mandments. A fourth of the teen-agers have never read the Bible.

While Americans say they believe in God, they show “ little evi­
dence of having pondered a basis for this fa ith." While most of them 
pray, he says findings indicate they “ do so in an unstructured and 
superficial manner. Prayers are usually prayers of petition rather 
than prayers of thanksgiving, intercession, or seeking forgiveness. 
God for some is viewed as a ‘divine Santa Claus.” '

Nevertheless, the surveys find the country's religious life to be 
notably broad and steady, including these factors:

N inety-three percent of the people state a religious preference: 
61 percent Protestant, 28 percent Catholic, 2 percent Jewish, 1 per­
cent Eastern Orthodox, and 1 percent other religions.

Americans have a higher degree of confidence in organized re­
ligion than in any other of 10 major institutions in society, such as 
government, banking, the news media, business, education, and the 
military. S ixty-five percent believe religion is able to answer all or 
most of today's problems. □

AUSTRALIAN GOVERNMENT ACCUSED OF TAXING GOD. Aus­
tralia now has the dubious distinction of being the only country in the 
English-speaking world to tax God.” The Australian Book Publishers' 
Association made the claim in an attack on the decision to impose a 
2.5 percent sales tax on books.

Association director Sandra Forbes said the tax would apply to 
all books—including the Bible. Mr. Bruce Upton, a spokesman for the 
Australian Bible Society, said the tax applies to all religious publica­
tions. □

PRAYER IN SCHOOL. Bill Murray, son of Madalyn Murray O’Hair, 
the woman whose lawsuit ended school prayers, has found a way to 
return prayer and Bible reading to the classroom in a lim ited way. 
He and a M issouri pastor have raised $20,000 for 40,000 notebooks 
that have the Ten Commandments printed on the front cover and the 
Lord ’s Prayer on the back. They will be given to church groups for 
distribution to schoolchildren.

Because the notebooks are personal property, there will be no 
problem of violation of the issue of separation of church and s ta te .. □

Approximately one board meeting every two 
years, we spend most of the meeting on the 
value of Christian films shown on Sunday nights, 
displacing the regular preaching service.
I will not go into the positives and negatives 
of the issue, but we seem to be greatly divided 
on this.
Som e Christian films preach— they bear in dra­
matic form the message of the gospel and compel 
a viewer to decision. Others teach, instructing 
the church in visual, interesting ways, concerning 
doctrinal and ethical matters. Such films, it 
seems to me, can be used legitimately and help­
fully on Sunday nights.
And that is a hard admission for me to make, 
preferring as I do the more customary methods 
o f preaching.
An issue that has been debated at length, and 
without resolution, by devout and intelligent 
people, will likely continue to be controversial.
1 hope all parties to the discussion will allow 
mutual love and respect to triumph over divided 
opinion. □

Is playing cards considered a personal convic­
tion in the Church of the Nazarene? I see our 
ministers and lay people playing Uno, Rummy, 
and Eucher. I’m confused at this point. The 
Word says, “Abstain from all appearance of 
evil.”

Ever since I’ve been in the church, this has been 
a matter o f personal conviction and divided 
opinion. So long as no gambling is involved, 
many consider such card games to be innocent 
diversions. 1 Thessalonians 5:22 is better trans­
lated, ‘ ‘Abstain from every form  o f evil.” The 
Greek word refers to external appearance, not to

possible misinterpretation. It completes the 
thought of verse 21. All things are to be tested, 
the good embraced, the evil avoided. The verse 
refers to what is evil, not to what may seem  evil 
to an onlooker. □

In my devotions, I again came across the verse 
in Mark 2:27 where it says, “The sabbath was 
made for man, and not man for the sabbath.” 
What is the exact meaning behind that state­
ment of Christ’s? I have checked it in every one 
of my resources, and somehow get the feeling 
that they are all ducking the main thing, what­
ever it is, that Christ was pointing out. All of 
them jump immediately to the need of observ­
ing the sabbath, which I have always and do 
agree with, but somehow that explanation 
doesn’t seem to fit this scripture, unless I’m 
reading more into it than is intended. I under­
stand the reasons why man needs the Sabbath. 
But here Christ and the disciples plucked some 
kernels of corn, were criticized, and then Christ 
said this. It just seems to me to be saying 
more than that we need the Sabbath.
Could you explain?
That “ the sabbath was made for m an”  does 
mean that man needs this day for physical rest 
and spiritual growth.
That man was not made for the sabbath means 
that sabbath observance should not become 
bound by rules that would defeat its purpose.
The critics o f Jesus interpreted the act o f pluck­
ing and eating grain as a violation of the sabbath 
law prohibiting work. Jesus challenges, not the 
law, but their added rules of interpretation, for 
under those rules the day becam e more important 
than the people. Human need was made sub­
servient to abstract law, and it should have been 
the other way around, as the example from 
history showed (vv. 25-26), and as the example of 
Jesus proved (v. 28; 3:6). □

In a letter to Dr. Kenneth Rice, 
Smith noted, “ I wish to be relieved of 
administrative duties to give myself 
more fully to speaking and writing on 
the needs o f single adults and single 
parents. I am available to assist in this 
ministry with our Nazarenes as I am 
needed.”

Smith, who is a graduate o f Trevec- 
ca Nazarene College and has graduate 
degrees from Scarritt College and Van­
derbilt University, will continue to 
reside in Kansas City.

Plans are now in process to select a 
new general director o f Single Adult 
Ministries. □
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
